Bill Christman, Capital Projects Administrator, City of New Orleans and Cynthia Sylvain-Lear, 
Deputy Chief Administrative Officer, City of New Orleans spoke for the City’s demolition requests:

FEMA has declared the structures to be damaged greater than 50%, and therefore will pay for the 
removal and complete replacement of the facilities previously housed within these buildings.  
Following Hurricane Katrina, the Department of Safety & Permits declared the properties to be 
substantially damaged and also indicated that the structures were below the Base Flood Elevation 
required by the City’s Floodplain Ordinance.  With these deficiencies in mind, the City worked with 
FEMA to have these structures declared to be total losses, for which FEMA would work with the City 
to replace the buildings.  Through this process, consulting engineers, architects and the City’s 
professional staff evaluated the buildings to determine the extent of flood damages to each property.  
What was found was that while masonry buildings appeared fine from the exterior, the interiors were 
devastated.  Any steel framing members were rusted and deteriorated by having been in salt water for 
several weeks and the electrical and mechanical elements were destroyed in their entirety.  The 
buildings in question were functional and occupied prior to Hurricane Katrina, and the damages 
suffered were entirely attributable to flood losses.  The question or possibly selling and adaptively 
reusing the building was posed; the city stated that while the structure remains standing and in City 
control, the City has the obligation to secure and  maintain the building.  It may be possible for the 
buildings to be rehabilitated, but that would require elevating the structures above the Base Flood 
Elevation, which would be prohibitively expensive.  

3038-40 CANAL ST APPROVED 8-0-3 The owner stated that in addition to Katrina damage, the structure was also severely damaged by fire 
earlier this year.  The property has been empty since Katrina, and previously served as a 6-plex.  A 
two-family dwelling is proposed for the location.

Property owner spoke for the demolition; he stated that he lives in the adjacent property and would 
like to use the vacant lot to expand his yard.  The property was purchased from NORA with the intent 
to rehabilitate the structure, but the damages were more severe than anticipated and the financing is 
not available for the amount of work required.  HDLC noted that this structure is a “dog-trot” house, 
of which there are few in New Orleans, making the structure rare and worth saving.  The house was 
constructed in the 1850s.  Concern was expressed by several members of the committee over the fact 
that this structure was a NORA sale, and the matter was deferred to allow the owner time to try to 
secure financing to rehabilitate the structure and for the Committee to research the NORA standards 
for property sold for rehabilitation purposes.
